In September of 2013, I was chosen as one of the 20 Philanthropists of the Modern World
and invited to the ceremony of the 100th anniversary of the Peace Palace (International Court
of Justice) in The Hague, Holland, built by Andrew Carnegie.

Ms. Ingrid Rollema, a Dutch sculptress I met then, had created a statue of Bertha von
Suttner, the first woman laureate of Nobel Peace Prize, by the request of the Carnegie
Foundation. With the full approval and support of both Ms. Rollema and Ms. Linda Thorell
Hills, a great-granddaughter of Andrew Carnegie, I am now planning to donate statues of
Suttner by the same artist to Panmunjom in the Korean DMZ and the U.N. office of Ms.Izumi

Section. By doing so, we would like to revive the spirit of Bertha von Suttner in our days to
create a new trend of world peace.

¥ Wajo: A kind of power which stems from the total context of the issue. It is basically from the
three kinds of soft powers (wisdom accompanied by feelings, mission and dialectic power) and two
kinds of hard powers (group power and the power to practice reasons). It is a word originally
made by Rev. Tatsuhiko Senge, Chief Priest of Kumano Taisha Shrine and Head Priest of Izumo
Taisha-kyo Religion. “Wa (peace/harmony)”is taken from Prince Shotoku’s “Harmony is to be
valued’and “jo (to give)” is from Ninomiya Sontoku’s “suijo (to give spared things).” (Akio
Komatsu modified the meaning of the word with the approval and permission of Rev. Senge.
